2. Organized local cattle produc-
ers, negotiated and contracted 
the sale of approximately 700 
calves to Cañutillo Manage-
ment, Inc.

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Another concern that has to be addressed is the working at the 
pens where the cattle were delivered.  This year there was a mis-
understanding on who had to work the pens and sort the cattle.  
We would like to thank those who helped at the pens ,especially 
Jerry Gallegos and crew, for taking the bull by the horns and 
working the pens all day.   
 
Next year we plan to schedule producers to help at the pens, and 
the buyer will bring a secretary to cut checks at the time of de-
livery and avoid the delays that we encountered this year.  We 
are sure that there are other minor problems that need  to be ad-
dressed and we are always open to suggestions and ideas. 
 

1. Network with organizations from other counties 
throughout the state. 

2. Encourage other counties to form organizations 
of this kind. 

3. Have a centralized lo-
cation to advertise your 
products. 

4. Buy products in bulk in 
order to pass on the 
savings to the producer. 

5. Pool producers together 
to transport livestock to 
market in an effort to 
save fuel expenses and 
labor. 

6. Pool local ranchers when cattle have to be tested 
in order to save veterinarian expenses. 

7. Continue to support the county-bred show 

calves at the local county fair. 
8. Start a scholarship fund to benefit a local student 

interested in an agricultural-related field. 
9. Work with state and national organizations in 

order to address the small producer’s concerns. 
10. Establish a central bull exchange center to sell 

and buy healthy bulls. 
11. Improve the genetic pool of local livestock by 

artificial insemination or embryo implanting. 
12. Establish a local work/labor pool where produc-

ers can find available ranch help. 
13. Establish a local center to buy, sell, or trade 

farm implements. 
14. Elect officers and establish by-laws for GCLPO. 
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Future plans:�

On October 21, 2006 the GCLPO organization  
delivered approximately 700 calves to Mike Wolf  
of Cañutillo Management, Inc. from El Paso, TX. 
Many friends and  neighbors were able to meet  
for the first time in many months under better than 
favorable conditions  (they were all very pleased 
with the prices that the calves brought). Max 
Tenorio would like to thank all those who helped 
make the day an overall success. 
 
There were a few minor snags that were  
encountered.  A time schedule had been set up  
and some problems kept some of the producers 
from following it.  Some producers that had  not 
originally contracted their calves were not aware of 
the schedule and showed up whenever they could.  
This of course threw off the whole schedule.  This 
should be taken care of in the future if all producers 
organize from the start.  In the future GCLPO will 
work a schedule out with the buyer, so that  
producers that have not been scheduled will have to 
deliver their cattle after the scheduled members.
